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Why have we

introduced dialogue

into public space?

The establishing of a department for social dialogue
within the Ministry of Human and Minority Rights and
Social Dialogue emerged out of the need to move a
step forward in achieving greater social cohesion so
that, as a society, through better communication and
cooperation, in a stimulating environment, we could build
stronger relationships of trust, a sense of partnership,
and so that by reaching a compromise on certain current
social issues we could adequately respond to today’s
challenges, especially the exclusion of vulnerable and
marginalized groups.

In that context, starting from the principle of respect
and appreciation of differing opinions, we have opened
a social dialogue as an instrument for democracy which
enables us, through involving different social community
actors, to look at and understand different experiences
and knowledge together, to raise and propose solutions to

issues of interest to the citizens of the Republic of Serbia,
without exclusivity. In this way, all of us contribute to social
changes and to building a better life in the community. The
aim of the dialogue is not for government representatives
to debate by imposing their arguments, but on the contrary,
being aware of social divisions, in a spirit of openness
and tolerance, we want to emphasize the necessity,
while being gathered in diversity, respecting human and
minority rights, and through a broad inclusive process,
to look closely at the actual state of affairs and move
towards changes for the better, thereby strengthening the
rule of law. That is why it is necessary to listen to, hear
and understand and respect each other in the spirit of the
tradition of “do not speak for others” and “nothing should
be said about minorities without minorities sitting around
the table”, which is the principle that | have consistently
adhered to in every debate held so far.

In order to improve the existing cooperation that is in the interest of all citizens
of the Republic of Serbia, the representatives of public authorities, academic

community and civil society, who are also the main actors in defining the topics
of the dialogue and drafting proposals for solving issues in the area of human
and minority rights protection, are the ones who primarily take part in the
debates. Strong support is provided by media representatives who inform the
public about the course of the social dialogue and the final result of the dialogue.

Social dialogues
2021-2022

The Ministry of Human and Minority Rights and
Social Dialogue organised 34 social dialogues in
a period of 15 months, 28 dialogues were held in
2021, and additional 6 by mid-2022.

In the social dialogues that took place so far participated
over 1,700 representatives of state bodies, institutions,
parliamentary and independent bodies and courts,
international organisations, national councils of national
minorities, schools, faculties, universities, institutes,
diplomatic missions, media associations, civil society
organisations, trade unions, local self-government
units, national level and provincial public services and
institutions, deputies in both the Assembly of AP Vojvodina
and the Secretariat of AP Vojvodina.

The dialogues included discussions on the most diverse
topics in the field of human rights protection, situation in
the field of gender equality, prohibition of discrimination,
same-sex unions, education and upbringing development
strategy, social protection, improving the position of
Roma men and Roma women, social dialogues with
the National Council of the Albanian national minority
about the 7-point Report, on the initiation of additional
psychological and psychiatric services, culture of dialogue,
sustainable development goals, social entrepreneurship,
intergenerational solidarity, as well as dignified work in the
media and responsible journalism. As mentioned, social
dialogues were covered by the media with participation of
numerous media representatives.
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Agreement on
actions

As pointed out, by exchanging arguments and opinions
on all important topics that we initiate through the social
dialogue, we find directions of further actions of the
participants of the dialogue by creating a joint document -
agreement on actions - which is the outcome of any social
dialogue.

The agreement on actions contains relevant information
and data on the results of the social dialogue, jointly
defined measures and activities of all the participants of
the social dialogue on their coordinated implementation
in order to improve the situation in the field for which the
social dialogue was organised, as well as time limits for
sharing information about taken measures and activities.
At the same time, by agreeing on further actions, the
participants of the social dialogue also contribute to
the process of drafting public policy documents. After

GENDER EQUALITY

4 thematic social dialogues took place, where strategic
legal solutions for gender equality were defined in the
field of the economy (labour market, entrepreneurship,
agriculture and rural areas), gender equality in the field
of education (curriculums), social and health care, equal
opportunities in having access to goods and services, as
well as participation in political actions and public affairs.

PROHIBITION OF DISCRIMINATION

Improved text of the Draft Law on Amendments to the
Law on Prohibition of Discrimination; proposed as special
forms of discrimination - incitement to discrimination and
sexual harassment. At the dialogue, it was pointed out
that discrimination of persons with disabilities inevitably
needs to be prevented to ensure that they enjoy all human
rights and fundamental freedoms.

DRAFT LAW ON SAME-SEX UNIONS

An initiation was made to create the text of the Draft Law
in accordance with the highest international standards,
and all public and political actors in the Republic of Serbia
were urged to actively participate in the fight against
discrimination of LGBTI persons and building tolerance.

THE EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT
STRATEGY IN THE REPUBLIC OF
SERBIA UNTIL 2030:

It was pointed out that it is necessary to provide quality
education that is accessible to all under equal conditions.
All proposals, opinions and suggestions made/given
during the dialogue were taken into consideration with the
aim of improving the text of the Proposal for the Education
Development Strategy in the Republic of Serbia until 2030.

At the Dialogue for the Future meeting, a conclusion was adopted that it is
necessary to engage a wide range of actors in society in order to encourage
social cohesion, including all its elements such as gender equality.

At the Sustainable Development Goals - Serbia 2030 dialogue, it was pointed
out that there is a need to speed up the process of establishing an open cross-
sectoral Working Group for the development of the Sustainable Development
Strategy of the Republic of Serbia until 2030, and to organise thematic social
dialogues that will include all relevant actors, as defined in Agenda 2030:
economy, society and environmental protection;
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BELGRADE, JUNE 10, 2021
Social dialogue on the Social protection system

An agreement was reached at the social dialogue on the social protection
system in the Republic of Serbia that there is a need to develop a Strategy based
on the revision of the existing social protection system from the aspect of the
Revised European Social Charter, the European Convention on Human Rights
and the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, as well
as on constitutional guarantees of human rights in the Republic of Serbia.

At the dialogue on mental health, it was agreed that
it is necessary to pass a new law that will regulate
requirements for performing the psychology practice;
create a unified register of individuals, professional
organisations, institutions and private organisations
that are engaged in the preservation and improvement
of mental health; establish centres, counselling centres
for preventive care, improvement of mental health and
provision of psychological and social services at the local
level. It was recommended that media coverage should be
done in a way to protect victims' personalities as well as to
destigmatise the beneficiaries of psychological and social
services, with mandatory education of experts in education
and adequate guidance of children at risk; regarding
mental health, establish greater cooperation between
line ministries and non-governmental organisations in the
field of mental health improvement, and bring back formal
education in the field of mental health to the educational
system.

At the social dialogue Roma economic empowerment in relation to sustainable
development goals in Serbia, the activities of all competent state institutions
were initiated with the aim of strengthening the economic empowerment of
Roma women and Roma men and providing conditions for better education of
Roma children, as well as new programmes for the education of older Roma.

At the social dialogue Improvement of the legislative
framework for nature protection, it was agreed that there
is a need for a constant review of the nature protection
system in the Republic of Serbia by fully applying the Law
on the Planning System of the Republic of Serbia and
enabling participation of all interested parties and target
groups in the process of monitoring the effects of the
application of regulations and implementation of the ex-
post analysis.

The participants of the dialogue The concept of social
entrepreneurship and examples of good practice in the
Republic of Serbia agreed that it is necessary to end
the long-term work on drafting a law that would regulate
solidarity entrepreneurship.

At the social dialogue Intergenerational Solidarity,
representatives of line ministries, state and international
institutions and  organisations, non-governmental
sectors, concluded that it is necessary to include all
public policies in intergenerational solidarity in order to
give all generations the opportunity to achieve their own
potential through active participation in the creation and
implementation of policies.

In this way, they are evidencing what obligations have
been fulfilled, but at the same time this is how the level
of achieved rights in various areas of human and minority
rights is monitored.

We encourage citizens, representatives of civil
society and government bodies to contact us and
to provide their suggestion on how should be so-
cial dialogue organised in those areas of human
and minority rights which according to their opin-

ion need to be improved.
